DRAMA CLUB PRESIDENCY APPLICATIONS AND CONTRACT

PLEASE READ THROUGHLY BEFORE YOU COMMIT YOUR TIME
Being a Drama Club Officer requires a lot of dedication, hard work, a positive attitude, and energy.  If you choose to apply, you choose to assume a lot of responsibility if you are put into a position.  Mrs. Atkinson and Mr. Hamilton demand your time and dedication.  Do NOT apply if you are not willing to take on this challenge.  You will also be interviewed.   We will contact you and meet with you one on one so that we can see how dedicated you would be.  The date of the interviews is on May 12 and 13.  We will let you know which day.  DEADLINE to fill out your google application May 2nd. 
New Officers will be announced at the closing banquet on May 17th at 11:00AM till 2:00 PM.

President- The leader and facilitator over all drama club activities and productions.  The President will meet with Mrs. Atkinson and Mr. Hamilton to discuss issues for our meetings.  In addition, the President oversees all projects.  The President is also in charge of delegating projects out to presidency members.  You must have good communication and leadership skills. This person oversees morale for the club.  They must have a good attitude, be uplifting, a peacemaker, and try to get people to unite instead of having clicks. The President is also in charge of assisting the VP with break a-legs for each competition event or play that is happening at the school.  Posters or little gifts will go out to support these efforts.  You must also oversee your officers to make sure they follow through on their duties.  

Vice President- actively supports the president and fulfills leadership duties.  This person oversees making break a-leg posters for other schools when we go and see their shows.  This person is also in charge of making posters for other teams or performing art groups that have big performances or games so we can show that Drama supports them. This person oversees morale for Shakespeare, Region and State Drama Competition.  The biggest job of the VP is to actively support the president and take on issues or things the president may need assistance with. This person is also in charge of Drama Club/Productions Company birthdays.  This means recognizing the person, giving them a card/treat and making them feel special.
Secretary- this person is the scribe and organizer of meeting minutes.  The secretary must write down due dates and remind the officers of who is doing what job, as well as calendar all drama events (putting them on the calendar outside the PA door each month) with Mrs. Atkinson and Mr. Hamilton.   They must put together sign-up sheets for events (especially PTC).  The secretary is also in charge of the closing banquet funny awards (typing them on labels).   
Treasurer- this person will oversee taking all the receipts and keeping books and records of payment for Drama Club, Pioneer Theater Company, the Musical, Shakespeare Overnight Trip, Utah Theatre Association, any t-shirt or hoodie orders, the Closing Banquet, and any other large group purchases that we need assistance with.  This person must be VERY organized and good with keeping records.  This person must be comfortable communicating with others.
Public Relations- PR (2-3) possible positions.  We need a student to be our Social Media Public Relations Manager and 1-2 Students to be General Public Relations over the display case and posters 
This PR team promotes the drama club and draws people into the program.  PR must have excellent people and communication skills.  PR oversees promotional posters for drama club activities, recruitment posters, sending out posters and cards to surrounding schools, social media, and decorating the display case as well as updating it each month. 

Historian (2-3) positions available)- 

Take pictures of all the drama events.  Historian is also in charge of getting the yearbook to take pictures as well as put together a digital scrapbook of the year’s events and the closing video for the closing banquet.    This Historian must also be in direct contact with the PR team to make sure all pictures are being done for the display case.
Stage Manager/ Head Tech (2-3 positions available) This person must have knowledge about technical theater, how to run lights and sound, how to stage manage (or want to learn), how to work with tools and construct set pieces and props.  These people are also in charge of working with Mr. Hamilton by getting stage managers, lighting, sound, and props, set, and a tech crew for all shows.  This person is the liaison between the technical theatre students and the actors.  It is vital that we bring these two groups together and have them working in harmony.  This will be a big job of the person taking on Head Tech.

AS AN OFFICER, YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO DO THE FOLLOWING:

· Meet with Mrs. Atkinson and Mr. Hamilton once a week on the first B Day (in the mornings and various other times).

· Make a HUGE time commitment.  You will eat, sleep, breathe drama.  You LIVE at the school!

· Spend $200.00 or more on an officer jacket (you can make payments.  Your first payment is $100.00 and will be due on quickly when we meet with our provider to design them at the end of May)

· Recruit members to support and be on the drama competition team for region and state.
· Put together a year end banquet where awards, trophies, and cabaret presentations will be given and performed to honor the hard work of the students for the entire year.
· You are required to attend all events put on by the drama club.  This includes traveling to UTA, Drama Competition, Pioneer Theatre Company, and Shakespeare Competition.  These cost $200-$300 depending on the type of trip.

· You are required to have theatre classes all year. It would be ideal if you were taking Theatre 4 or Productions Company.  If you are applying for Head Tech, you must have tech class ALL YEAR.  If YOU DROP A CLASS, YOU WILL BE LET GO FROM PRESIDENCY!

· You are required to be a member of the International Thespian Troupe.  This will cost you $40.00.  Once you have paid you never have to pay again.  You are a member for life!

· You are required to attend a leadership workshop and planning in the summer.  TBA.  This will cost $200.00 to $300.00.
· You will follow the three strikes system.  If you don’t follow through on a project, are late, or are backbiting/gossiping, you will have three warnings.  If by the third warning you don’t improve, you will be dropped from the presidency.  
· You will be let go with no questions asked if you are doing any drugs/alcohol or misrepresenting your school, participating in anything illegal, gossip, negative talk, or social media bashing.  

· You may not take part in activities that against the law.  Even if you are not the instigator, you will still be let go if you are a part of something illegal and don’t walk away.
· You can only have 1 F and be in good standing with attendance in all classes to be in Presidency.  You will be put on probation and dropped if you don’t fix the problem.  You must maintain a 2.5 GPA.

· You are not only to do the job assigned to you but help the other officers in their position.  ALL JOBS WILL INTERMINGLE!!!

· You must get along with your advisors and your other presidency members.

· If you have a job, it must be very flexible with Presidency.  They need to work around you.

· You are required to be to ALL club events!!!  We are not unreasonable however and will understand if emergencies come up.
· DO NOT APPLY IF YOU “THINK” YOU WILL BE GRADUATING EARLY!!!

We are excited about next year and hope to make it a great one! These applications are due by May 2nd.  Interviews will take place May 12 and 13.  This will be a live interview.  You will get an interview time. If you agree to these terms, you will sign the google contract.  You must also have a parent or guardian agree to the terms.  They will be e-mailed directly to see if they are in support of you serving on this Presidency.  New officers are announced at the closing banquet on May 17th. (Whatever that might look like)
